Instructions for applying for PDCC
     Application forms for PDCC can be obtained from the Secretary ICP by sending a D/D of Rs 200/- in   favor of ‘Indian College of Pathologists’ payable at ‘Mumbai’ to the address of Secretary ICP.
     Completed forms along with the endorsement by the concerned guide should be sent back to the Secretary ICP along with a D/D of Rs. 5000/- as registration fees.

    An examination fee of Rs. 6000/- should be submitted before the candidate appears for the exam.

Instructions for conducting the PDCC courses
   The course should be of one year duration.

   At the completion of one year a written and practical examination should be taken by one internal and one external examiner.

   T.A. for the external examiner will be paid by ICP if prior approval of the name of examiner has been taken.

   Examination papers and result should be sent to the Secretary ICP. 

Instructions for starting the PDCC courses
   Interested persons should send an application along with details of equipments available in the lab and the detailed C V of the faculty members to the secretary ICP.

  After initial screening by the academic committee two senior fellows will be nominated for the inspection of the lab.
  A non-government lab will have to submit Rs 10,000/- as inspection charges and will have to look after the local hospitality of the inspecting members.
 Report of instruction will be sent to the Secretary ICP that will be further ratified in the EC and GBM of fellows and members of ICPath.
